From today’s bulletin / Missions Report from Missions Team

In Alameda County, we have approximately 1200 children in our foster care system,

- 228 of them are sent out of our county because there are not enough foster homes
each year--away from their homes, relatives, schools.

- 130 teens age out of the system each year;
- 46% youth fail to complete high school and
- 25% will be in our justice system within two years of aging out;

- the rates of PTSD among these foster care “alumni” is 2x the rate of US war
veterans who have experienced combat and the horrors of war.

- African American children make up 10% of our child population but 50% of the
children in Alameda County’s foster care are black.

There are over 700 churches in Alameda County. If half of them would help raise and
support a foster family, the need for this county would be met with loving homes who
have the additional support of prayer and faith.

November is National Adoption Month — the greatest adoptive parent is God who
has loved us and brought us into his family with compassion and loving discipline.
