From today’s bulletin:

Chinese Christian Mission (CCM Local, World) - CCM was founded in 1961 with the
mission of saving people through the Gospel and mobilizing Chinese Christians
everywhere to take on the mission of evangelism. CCM seeks to accomplish this through
literature and multi-media ministries, home missions, and foreign missions.

In home missions, the Bay Area has three Gospel Centers located in Cupertino, San
Francisco, and San Leandro. The San Leandro Gospel Center hosted a grand opening
on January 7. These Gospel Centers serve their communities with workshops, outreach
events, and other activities. In the area of foreign missions, missionaries are returning to
the field and short-term mission trips have resumed. There are opportunities to
participate in STM trips to Ecuador, Peru, and Belize for both English and Chinese
speaking individuals.

Dear CCM Partners,
Peace in the Lord!

Ever wonder what it is like when the gospel fields are ripe for harvest? Keith Wong, Associate Director
of CCM’s Foreign Missions Department, debriefed us on his special experience in the United Kingdom. In
his past outreach involvements, local or abroad, during visitations or talking to strangers on the streets,
it usually took time and effort to strike up a conversation. However, he had a totally different experience
during his recent trip to the UK. Whenever he was by himself on the street or in a mall, he would be ap-
proached by Hong Kong immigrants. They were so willing to open up themselves to share their struggles
their transition to a new country and their worries about what lies ahead. Thus, by offering a listening ear,
there are ample opportunities to share the good news about Jesus or even to lead someone to accept
Christ. What a wonderful opportunity for evangelism this provides!

Tens of thousands of immigrants from Hong Kong had little choice but to leave their homes, feeling lost,
anxious, stressed, or even all of these at the same time. But to the gospel field workers, this hardened
spiritual soil is loosening up and ready for plowing; a field that must be quickly reaped. Last month in my
visit to my family in Taiwan, | recalled my father rushing to his farm in the rain to harvest the luffa. He said
that timing, if missed, would leave the luffas no longer edible but only fit for use as sponges. Likewise,
when the crops are ripe, we should not miss the golden opportunity that God provides for us to reap. As
the Samaritans swarm in, Jesus called upon the disciples, and us here too, “I tell you, open your eyes and
look at the fields! They are ripe for harvest.” (John 4:35b) Let us respond timely to the call.

In view of the need to pray for the Hong Kong diaspora in the UK, as well as no less than 150,000 Chi-
nese students there, CCM USA and CCM Canada cohosted several “Pray for UK” meetings in the past six
months. Thank God more are now aware of the ministries for the UK Chinese. In the meantime, support-
ing coworkers are mobilized to go there, including our short-term missionary, Daisy Chan, who arrived
there last month and will station there for a year. Please pray for her transition there and for God'’s guid-
ance in her future commitment. A CCM UK task force is being set up, with the purpose to collaborate with
local churches and mobilize gospel ministry. Please remember the work of this task force and their needs.
