A campus minister in Alabama connected with Ryan, a Global Gates missionary in NYC to
provide cross-cultural evangelism and missions training for his students before their overseas trip
to Kenya. Ryan hosted the students for a week of mission endeavors around the city. The
students shared the gospel with Muslims, participated in ESL classes and met a fellow believer
from Burkina Faso while at a restaurant.
